What if?
Imagine that the United States is falling apart.  Economically, many of the citizens are struggling to pay their bills, some of them don’t even bother to try to pay their bills.  Consequently, businesses and banks lose money because people won’t pay off their debts.  Individual states refuse to work together and will not honor the laws of other states or the decisions of courts in other states.  The national government is not able to force states to follow national laws, so it seems that each state is almost its own individual country.

Due to the troubling times in the country and the ineffective government, many of the leading businessmen in the country call for a major change in the government to deal more effectively with the problems.  So, a meeting is called that will address the ineffective government and revise the current system.  Those attending the meeting include President Obama, several senators, including John Thune, Secretary of State Hillary Clinton, and Mitt Romney.
