Organize the following statements as if you were writing as essay on the 1978-79 legislative battle concerning the Tellico Dam and the Snail Darter.  The statements are to be organized chronologically into 4 groups with 4 statements in the introduction, 4 statements in the House of Representatives actions, 4 statements in the Senate, and 3 statements dealing with the president and conclusion.
Introduction
1. Authorization for the Endangered Species Law was to expire in 1978, thus requiring Congressional action if it were to survive.

2. June 1978 the Supreme Court ruled that a $120 million Tellico Dam Project in Tennessee could not be completed because it endangered the Snail Darter (3” perch).

3. Congress began to work on amendments to the Endangered Species Act to make it possible to exempt certain projections at the possible cost of eliminating a species.

4. In its majority opinion, the Supreme Court invited the Congress to amend the Endangered Species Law and make exemptions.

House of Representatives Actions
5. October 1978, the House version differed from the Senate version.  Both bills were required to go to a Conference Committee to iron out differences before a final bill could be passed by both Houses of Congress.

6. June 1979, Representative John Duncan of Tennessee introduced an amendment to the Appropriations Bill to exempt the Tellico Project from all restrictions.

7. October 1978 the Endangered Species Authorization Bill with a clause stating no money can be used to implement the Endangered Species Act without authority was caught in the House because it had not cleared by the Rules Committee.  Pending passage, workers in the Interior Department could not work on any projects involving endangered species since there was no approved appropriation to pay for them.
8. June 1979, a House amendment passed without opposition due to few members being in attendance.

Senate Actions
9. The Senate tried to kill the Tellico Amendment passed by the House, but was unsuccessful because Congress was tired of the whole issue including Senator Baker’s efforts to have the House action approved.

10. January 1979 the cabinet level Endangered Species Committee held its first meeting.  The seven member group voted against the Tellico Project as being economically unjustified.  Senator Howard Baker of Tennessee vowed he would abolish the committee but in the end he joined others in writing a blanket exemption from all federal regulations such as OSHA (Occupational Safety and Health Administration) and workman’s compensation.

11. Following the January 1979 decision of The Endangered Species Committee, several unsuccessful attempts were made to pass bills in the Senate to exempt the Tellico Project.

12. The fall of 1978, Senator Howard Baker of Tennessee introduced in the Senate a bill which passed both Houses establishing an Endangered Species Panel with a cabinet level ranking.  The committee consisted of secretaries of the Interior, Army, and Agriculture, chairman of Joint Council of Economic advisors, heads of the Environmental Protection Agency, and Ocean and Atmospheric Administration, and a member representing the affected state.

President’s Actions and Conclusion
13. In late September 1979, President Carter signed $10.8 billion Public Works Appropriations (energy and water), thus ending the last obstacle to continue the Tellico Dam Project.  The bill contained a complete exemption from all federal laws.

14. Twelve hours after the president signed the bill, dam builders were at work on the Tellico Project.

15. Snail Darters were transferred to other rivers close by in an attempt to save them.  This effort seemed to be successful.
