Expectations

Grading
Each assignment, quiz, or test will be assigned a point value.  You will be alerted at least one week in advance of any test.

Late work will be graded according to the school’s late work policy.
For a grade, you will be required to attend 1 governmental meeting (at any level) at some point during the year.
